The Celts in Britain

The Greeks called them “Keltoi” or “Galatians”, while the Romans
knew them as “Celtae” or “Gauls”. They were frequently depicted as savage,
warlike and dangerous; a very real threat to the survival of Mediterranean
culture. Archaeology, however, has shown them to be one of the most
important and influential of all ancient civilisations, with their artistic and
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cultural influence, which spread from Spain to Turkey and Italy to Scotland,
still affecting us today.

The “Celts” were not, in fact, a single race, but a series of distinct
tribes, albeit bound by common ties of art, custom and religion. Celtic
groups existed throughout central Europe, on the fringes of the classical
world, from the 4™ century BC. For Greece and Rome, they represented the
archetypal ‘enemy at the gates’; the ultimate barbarian whose way of life
was incomprehensible and completely at odds with their own.

Given that both the Romans and the Greeks used the word “Celt” in
an inconsistent — and frequently quite derogatory — way to cover those who
lived beyond “civilization”, it can be difficult to see how the term was
originally applied and what precisely it meant.

Matters are not helped by the way in which the word “Celtic has taken
on a more political dimension in recent years, being linked with concepts of
Welsh, Scottish, Cornish and Irish independence and self-determination.
This, of course, causes further confusion, given that both Britain and Ireland
were not considered, by contemporary Roman historians and geographers,
to be part of the Celtic world.

If, however, we use the words “Celt” and “Celtic” to cover the
distinctive cultural, religious, linguistic and artistic styles common across
large swathes of pre-Roman Europe, then it is apparent that not only was
Britain part of this greater Celtic inheritance, but also that the Celtic style
that developed here represented the final flourish of a rich, varied and
dynamic culture. Unfortunately, the Celts themselves did not write anything
down, so their history and identity can only be pieced together from
archaeological excavation, combined with the written testimony of their
sworn enemy: the Roman empire.

Most Celts in Britain lived in roundhouses, either clustered together in
small farms or enclosed settlements, or within large hillforts. With their
conical, thatched roofs and wattle-and-daub walls, roundhouses offered
substantial family accommodation, and are usually found together with
timber granaries, animal pens and work sheds, all surrounded by ploughed
fields and pasture. Farming was the main source of food production. Celtic
families or clans belonged to larger tribes, each led by an elite to whom the
farmers and food producers pledged their allegiance.

With their substantial banks and ditches that enclosed vast areas of
land, hillforts are the most awe-inspiring Celtic features of Britain, with
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hundreds being constructed between 600 and 100 BC. They were political,
economic and religious centres which probably also served as refuges at
times of war.

With capacity often exceeding population requirements, large parts of
hillforts were given over to storing food. Significant evidence for religious
activity can also be found, usually in the form of human burial, animal
sacrifice and the widespread deposition of precious metalwork, such as
spears, swords and mirrors.

We know very little about the ways in which tribes were organised,
but some of the larger ones were governed from the hillforts by powerful
ruling monarchies. Wealth came from trade or war, with the elite, protected
by a warrior class, presumably controlling all key resources and
redistribution networks. Other privileged classes would have included
artisans (those who made exquisite artefacts), priests/ priestesses and bards.
Below these were the farming families and their workers, all of whom would
have come to the hillforts to pay tribute to the leaders and fulfill their
spiritual and economic obligations. The complex nature of hillfort defences,
especially at the entrances, ensured that only those invited to participate
could enter in safety, while those who were excluded could not easily force
their way in.

The Celtic way of life was essentially rural and centred upon the farm.
Herds were tended and protected, families raised, houses built and pasture
maintained, while fields were routinely ploughed and crops harvested.
Hunting was a sport for the wealthy, the bulk of the population relying on
the fruits of their own agricultural labour. Animals, especially cows, pigs
and sheep, were kept within the area of the farm and there were usually large
granaries and pits to store grain and other food close at hand, with any
surplus being paid to the ruling elite.

Farming communities engaged in trade for exotic items. The Romans
tell us that the Celts loved wine and decorative furnishings, but were mainly
self-sufficient, producing pottery and metal objects to suit their own need.
Feasts were important social occasions — the provision of excess food and
drink together with entertainment in the form of story-telling and singing —
and essential in order to maintain alliances and fulfil religious and social
obligations between clans and family groups. Generally, life was peaceful,
although the complex nature of tribal allegiances may sometimes have led
to disputes and feuds. These could range from simple acts of raiding,
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instigated by a handful of warriors seeking prestige, to longer periods of
sustained war in which much blood was spilt.

British Celts relied on a number of key cereal crops, notably wheat and
barley to make both bread and beer, as well as peas, lentils and locally
sourced fruit and berries. The high number of granaries and storage pits
found in Celtic settlements suggests that most farming communities
produced a substantial grain surplus. Farm livestock, namely pigs, sheep and
cattle, were exploited for their meat and, in the case of sheep and cattle, also
for milk and cheese. Horse, although an elite, much-treasured animal in
Celtic society, also appears to have been eaten on occasion, as were new and
exotic foreign imports such as the chicken. Generally speaking, thanks to
their outdoor agricultural life, people were relatively healthy. An
overreliance upon meat, however, probably did little to help obesity and
coronary heart disease. According to the Romans, the Celts also loved beer
and wine, which they drank to excess, many feasts degenerating into
drunken brawls,

Whereas Rome was a strongly patriarchal society, in which women
were expected to occupy a secondary role, the Celts were more egalitarian,
with both men and women able to rule tribes in their own right. At all levels
of Celtic society, women appear to have had greater freedom than in Rome,
possessing more of a partnership with men when it came to marriage,
business, land ownership and the home.

Ironically, the Romans viewed equality between the sexes as evidence
of the ‘barbarian’ and deeply primitive nature of the Celts. According to
Julius Caesar, husbands and wives shared their wealth; there are certainly
just as many rich male burials from the British Iron Age as female. When,
in the 3rd century, the Roman empress Julia Domna commented on the
independent, free-spirited nature of Celtic women to the (sadly unnamed)
wife of Caledonian king Argentocoxus, the British queen replied
contemptuously that “we may consort openly with the finest men, but you
Roman women let yourselves be debauched in private by the vilest”.

The sacrifice, or deliberate discard, of precious metal objects, such as
spears, swords, helmets and shields, was a common practice within Celtic
society. Large numbers of prized artefacts have subsequently been found
within the bogs, springs, lakes and rivers of Britain and Western Europe.
Animals too seem to have been sacrificed, rather more violently, individual
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body parts often being reassembled in a curious order within the pits and
ditches of Iron Age settlements.

Mediterranean writers were keen to emphasise that the Celts practiced
human sacrifice, something Romans found particularly abhorrent, and
suggested that Celtic priests consulted human entrails for messages from the
gods. Were it not for the archaeological evidence recovered from the bogs
of northwestern Europe, we could explain all this as negative propaganda,
examples of the Romans demonising their enemy. However, a variety of
prehistoric bodies that have been dredged from the wetlands of Ireland,
Denmark and southern Scandinavia have shown that human sacrifice was
indeed carried out at times; the broad similarity of injuries recorded suggest
that these executions were all part of the same ritual practice.

Comparison of these so-called ‘bog bodies’ has indicated a form of
execution which is sometimes referred to as the threefold death. A good
example from Britain is that of a young man found preserved in Lindow
Moss in Cheshire. Here, the individual had, at some point in the first century
AD, been struck violently across the head, before being strangled with a
tightly wound cord and having his throat cut. Finally, his lifeless body was
deposited face down in the bog.

Celts were also well-known head-hunters, taking the skulls of both
honoured ancestors and enemies killed in battle to display them in their
homes and to decorate their horses. At both Danebury in England and
Ribemont in France, evidence of the decapitation of young men, probably
warriors, is clear to see. However, we cannot be sure whether these poor
individuals died in combat or were the victims of sacrifice. No less a Roman
than Julius Caesar himself described the mass burning to death of criminals
within a giant wickerman, although it should be stressed that no
archaeological evidence has yet been found for such a practice.

We know next to nothing about the gods and goddesses of the Celts.
Unlike the Greeks and Romans, the Celts had no single pantheon or divine
‘family’ of deities. Gods were apparently specific to particular tribes, or
were connected to important features in the landscape, such as a river,
spring, forest or mountain. The association of gods with watery places may
explain why so many examples of high-status Celtic metalwork have been
found in the rivers, streams, lakes and bogs of Britain. Communication with
the gods, and control over the sacrifices made to them, was in the hands of
a class of priests and priestesses that the Romans called druids. Sadly
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nothing is really known about the nature of the druids and what their precise
role was in Celtic society.

Some British gods were combined with their classical equivalent when
Celtic lands were conquered by the pragmatic and deeply superstitious
Roman empire. The Romans were only too keen to combine their gods and
goddesses with native ones in order to keep the natives happy. Hence, we
hear of the goddess Sulis, Celtic deity of the hot springs at Bath, who was
merged with Minerva, the Roman goddess of healing, in order to create the
super-deity ‘Sulis-Minerva’. Elsewhere we find examples of the merging
together of Celtic and Roman war gods like ‘Mars-Toutatis’ or ‘Mars-
Camulos’.

Celtic Britain was a patchwork of tribes, each with their own
traditions, culture and individual identities. Our understanding of these
tribes is incomplete, although their names — such as the Atrebates,
Durotriges, Catuvellauni and Iceni — were recorded by the Romans. Britain
was invaded by the Roman empire in AD 43, the southern half of the island
being controlled by Rome until the 5™ century. Under Roman jurisdiction,
new Mediterranean-style towns flourished; some of the Celtic elite bought
into the Roman way of life, with many developing their farms into more
luxurious accommodation. The native British power structure of kings,
queens and landowners was largely retained by the new government as a
useful way of devolving power to existing leaders, encouraging them to join
the Roman-citizenship ‘club’.

The bulk of the rural population, however, was largely unaffected by
the arrival of Rome, their way of life continuing in broadly the same way,
the only minor changes being the gradual introduction of new artefacts and
fashions. In northern England and north Wales, where Roman garrisons
were maintained, Roman influence did not extend far from the ‘bubble’ of
Mediterranean culture contained within individual military bases. The
influence of Celtic Britain, especially in art, can be seen right through the
Roman occupation, while the absence of Rome in northern Britain and
Ireland meant that Celtic tradition continued unaffected.

Celtic Britain was a valuable asset to Rome, producing significant
amounts of grain and beef to feed the military. Its mineral reserves,
especially iron, lead, tin, gold and copper, were also successfully exploited.
From a social perspective, however, the occupation was a failure, as only a
minority of the population adopted a Roman lifestyle. Perhaps it’s
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unsurprising that little of the Roman way of life survived to influence the
later development of England, Scotland and Wales.

By the 5" century AD, eastern Britain was being affected by Germanic
(English) forms of art, language and culture brought over by a new wave of
migrants, whilst the west was reverting to more “Celtic” influences.

Numerous British kingdoms evolved in the years following the
collapse of Roman rule. Some may have been loosely based upon old Celtic
tribal identities, others were wholly new, created by powerful warlords. The
history of these kingdoms is lost to us, but the chaos that forged them
provided us with the heroic King Arthur, whose semi-mythical exploits still
resonate today. Real or not, Arthur represents the Celtic ideal: a powerful
warrior who fought bravely and died in the heat of battle.

It is difficult to answer the question ‘what happened to the Celts?’
because they never really went anywhere. The people — and their art, culture
and DNA —were absorbed into other empires, kingdoms and societies. Some
areas of Britain, such as what is now Wales, Scotland and Cornwall,
remained largely free of Roman influence, while Ireland was never part of
the Roman empire. All later helped to reintroduce Celtic art and tradition
back into what was once the province of Britannia. Elsewhere, Celtic culture
fused with English, Danish and Norman influences to create a distinctive
style all of its own.

Alfred the Great: King of the Anglo-Saxons

King Alfred the Great is the most famous and celebrated of all Anglo-
Saxon kings. His statue stands at the heart of a number of southern English
towns — Wantage, where he was born over a thousand years ago; Winchester,
where he was buried; Pewsey and Shaftesbury, where he also had strong
personal connections. Other monuments to his memory can be enjoyed on a
day out at Stowe Landscape Gardens, on the Stourhead estate in Wiltshire
or at Athelney on the Somerset Levels. Alfred was headline news when the
results of an examination of what might have been part of his skeleton were
announced in Winchester. This was in January 2014, 1,115 years after his
death. How has Alfred’s reputation survived with such dramatic force when
other powerful and high-achieving Anglo-Saxon kings have been all but
forgotten? Why is he the only King of England to be known as “the Great™?

There are three main reasons for Alfred’s fame: (1) his successful
defence of his kingdom against the Vikings; (2) the relatively large number
of sources which survive from his reign; and (3) the desire in later centuries
to find Anglo-Saxon origins for the English constitution, Church, empire and
character. These three aspects coalesce so that his very real achievements
have become part of a myth. It is a process that began in his lifetime
and reached its apogee in the millenary celebrations of his death in 1901.

Alfred was the right person in the right place at the right time. Early
in his reign he very nearly succumbed, like so many of his contemporaries,
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to the onslaught of the Vikings, but somehow he managed to hold out. By
the time of his second campaign against the Vikings, between 892 and 896,
his kingdom of Wessex was better prepared to defend itself. The military
changes Alfred made saved his land and his people, and secured his
reputation as a war leader. Alfred was able to leave the throne far more
secure than he found it, so that his son and grandsons could in due course
capitalise on his achievements to become kings of all England.

Alfred lived at the time of what is now known as the Carolingian
Renaissance, a period of heightened interest in learning and the written word
In western Europe. Due to this, his reign is among the best recorded of the
entire Anglo-Saxon period. Alfred seems to have taken a strong personal
interest in the production of texts in the English language, something which
marks him out from all of the other Anglo-Saxon warrior kings. He
commissioned a series of translations into Old English of key Latin texts.
He also had circulated, and may have commissioned, the Anglo-Saxon
Chronicle, which recorded, in the native tongue, the main events of his and
earlier periods, beginning with the invasion of Britain by Julius Caesar in 54
BC and rapidly moving on to the arrival of the Anglo-Saxons, including
Alfred’s supposed ancestors Cerdic and Cynric in the fifth century.

The Chronicle, as we have it, consists of various manuscript versions
of an original compilation made in Alfred’s reign. Topics covered are
limited and seem to reflect his known interests: the accessions and deaths of
kings, visits by West Saxons to Rome and, above all, battles. Very unusually
among contemporary writing, there is relatively little on ecclesiastical
matters and nothing to associate the work with a particular religious
community. Its brief and laconic entries are deceptively simple. This was a
collection of material carefully chosen to show Alfred in a favourable light.

The first stage of compilation was completed sometime between 890
and 892, when Alfred was about 40 years of age and had been on the throne
for some two decades. It was probably circulated when it was apparent that
another major round of Viking wars was starting. The entries for this second
phase of war are considerably more detailed, perhaps made soon after they
took place, and give us much information about ninth-century military
manoeuvres. These entries may have been distributed as a ‘top-up’ to those
places which had received a copy of the main Chronicle compilation.

Most crucial of all for Alfred’s subsequent reputation was the Latin
biography written by one of his court advisers, the Welsh scholar monk
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Asser, who eventually became one of the bishops of Wessex. The Life of
Alfred, written in 893 while the king was still alive, is the only biography
that survives for an Anglo-Saxon king and provides types of information
about the man and his reign that we do not have for other pre-Norman rulers.
A translation of the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle forms the main structure of the
narrative, together with some additional information which may have come
from the recollections of the king himself or other war veterans at his court.
On to this framework Asser pastes other information and vignettes in rough
chronological sequence. There are scenes from Alfred’s childhood, his
interest in learning, the illnesses from which he suffered, his religious
attitudes and his concerns with the operation of law, together with various
observations about his position as king. It seems to offer insight into the
king’s innermost thoughts. But caution is necessary. Asser’s work is far from
an objective critique of the king and his reign. It is clearly framed in terms
of contemporary ideals of kingship, based on classical, biblical and Frankish
prototypes, to which his Alfred is made to conform. The Life has to be seen
alongside the work of other court scholars who helped make the translations
of Latin works into Old English during Alfred’s reign. We have a relatively
clear idea of what this coterie of churchmen considered to be the qualities
of an ideal ruler. There is a strong influence from the land of Francia, across
the Channel, from works produced at the courts of the great kings
Charlemagne (Charles the Great, d. 814), his son Louis the Pious (d. 840)
and grandsons Lothair (d. 855), Louis the German (d. 76) and Charles the
Bald (d. 877) — the last was Alfred’s step-grandfather.

How far Alfred himself subscribed to their interpretation of kingship
Is a crucial matter on which it is possible to take divergent views. Asser’s
biography was never widely circulated under the king’s imprimatur in the
way that the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle seems to have been. This could be an
indication that Alfred did not fully condone its contents, that it was not how
he wanted posterity to remember him. The work may never even have been
completed. It lacks a conclusion, and there are evident minor errors and
places where it appears that more information was to be inserted at some
future date. It is dedicated to Alfred, but in it Asser often seems to be
addressing his fellow countrymen in Wales. One theory is that it was begun
when Alfred needed to encourage the Welsh kingdoms into a political
alliance, and abandoned when the diplomatic situation subsequently
changed.
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Although the Life was not widely circulated, it was known to later
medieval historians such as William of Malmesbury (d. c. 1143) and Henry
of Huntingdon (d. c. 1157), who wrote about the Anglo-Saxon past. They
summarised what Asser had said, and they added in further information on
Alfred’s reign, some deriving from oral tradition and some of it mere
inference. As Asser provided their template, a very positive portrait of the
king was passed on to subsequent ages. When churchmen and politicians in
later centuries wanted to discover Anglo-Saxon precedents for their own
activities, it was Asser’s Life of King Alfred and its later accretions which
came most conveniently to hand. Asser would have considered it a job well
done when the Victorian historian Edward Freeman declared Alfred to have
been “the most perfect character in history”.

There is, therefore, a considerable challenge for the modern historian
in knowing how far to trust what Asser has to say about Alfred. The Life
undoubtedly preserves important details, but some of the seductive vignettes
Asser provides prove insubstantial on close examination. For instance,
Asser describes how Alfred’s mother promised a book of Anglo-Saxon
poetry to whichever of her sons could recite its contents to her first. Alfred
learned the poems by heart when someone read them to him, and so beat his
four older brothers to the prize. However, Alfred was only an infant when
his mother died, while his oldest brothers were grown men who were
unlikely to want to be involved in competitive poetry reciting. Can we really
believe that this incident actually happened? Various apparent errors, such
as in names of individuals or dates, make one wonder if Asser was actually
as close to Alfred and the affairs of the court as he tries to imply.

An extreme reaction to the suspicion that many of Asser’s stories were
fabrications led the historian Alfred Smyth in 1995 to declare that Asser’s
Life was a forgery written in eastern England in the tenth century. It is a view
not generally accepted by historians today, but it does point to the fact that
there was a process of Alfredian myth-making at work. Parallels with the
exemplary kings of the Old Testament, especially David and Solomon, often
underpin the depictions of Alfred. When Asser writes of Alfred carefully
dividing his revenues into equal fractions for various types of expenditure,
or ingeniously designing a candle clock, one has to appreciate that there are
close similarities to the portrayal of King Solomon in the Old Testament.

So can we get behind Asser’s idealised portrait to catch a glimpse of
the real King Alfred? Our quest is made all the harder by the fact that the
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majority of sources which survive from Alfred’s reign, probably including
the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle, were produced by the same scholarly circle to
which Asser belonged. They shared the same ideals and the same sense of
purpose — which included wanting to persuade the king to listen to what they
had to say. Fortunately, a few other unrelated documents also survive,
including King Alfred’s will, his law code and letters. In them the king can
be seen in a less idealised light. Archaeological evidence and artefacts such
as coins and the Alfred Jewel provide another way of assessing the portrait
produced by his scholarly advisers. It may be impossible to recover fully the
‘real” Alfred, but we can strip away some of the myth to reveal a more
realistic king in his historical context — less the idealised Christian ruler, and
more the shrewd, battle-hardened warrior.

By the time Alfred came to the throne in 871, Anglo-Saxons had been
living in Britain for over 300 years. They came originally from lands across
the North Sea, from what is now Germany and Denmark, first to raid and
then, after the Roman legions left Britannia, to establish permanent bases on
the island. By the seventh century various small Anglo-Saxon kingdoms had
begun to emerge, especially in the south and east of England. Their kings
seem to have welcomed Christianity as part of the stabilisation of their
power and were particularly proud to be associated with a mission sent by
Pope Gregory the Great from Rome in the year 597.

Our main source of evidence for this period is the Ecclesiastical
History of the English People completed by the scholar monk Bede in about
731. From the perspective of those living in the ninth century the world of
Bede appeared to be something of a golden age — a time when, to cite a letter
sent by Alfred to his bishops, kings ‘maintained their peace, morality and
authority at home but also extended their territory outside; and ... succeeded
both in warfare and in wisdom’. Such a vision of stability and order was
illusory, but it provided an ideal towards which Alfred’s court could aspire.
One of the first works translated by the king and his court scholars was the
Pastoral Care of Pope Gregory the Great, to which Alfred’s letter formed a
preface.

By the end of the seventh century some of the central Anglo-Saxon
settlements had grown substantially by extending westwards. The four major
kingdoms were Northumbria, East Anglia, Mercia (the Midlands) and
Wessex (Hampshire westwards, south of the Thames). Northumbria was the
great power of the first half of the seventh century, after which Mercia
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became increasingly powerful and dominated in the eighth. King Offa of
Mercia (757 — 796), a contemporary of Charlemagne, was particularly
expansionist and quickly incorporated a number of small kingdoms in the
east and south.

When Alfred was born in 848/49 there were still four Anglo-Saxon
kingdoms. But by the time of his death in 899 Wessex was the only one
surviving intact with its own Anglo-Saxon royal house. The story of Alfred’s
reign is not just about how Wessex was able to continue when the other
kingdoms fell to the Vikings, but how Alfred managed to ensure that his
successors went on to become kings of all England — that is, rulers over all
the former kingdoms of Mercia, East Anglia and Northumbria as well as
Wessex®°.

Why is Alfred the Great? A simple answer is that he has been seen as
a man who saved England, invented English identity and pioneered English
as a written language. He is the first Englishman for whom a biography
survives so that we know more about Alfred and his ideals than we do for
most people who lived over a thousand years ago®’.

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The Norman Conquest: Women, Marriage, Invasion

The Norman conquest and French immigration

The story of French immigration into England as a result of the
Norman conquest in 1066 is best told in two parts. First there was the
military invasion and conquest, accompanied by violence and warfare,
which resulted in the forceful occupation of England by a small aristocratic
military elite. This initial phase was then followed by a period of
approximately three generations, or 100 years, during which increasingly
more people, of various social statuses, from western France settled in
England, and ultimately became absorbed into the English population.

Norman-French migration to England was never a mass immigration
of destitute people fleeing their lands in search of work and a new life. This
was a migration caused by a military event and political takeover of England
by an ambitious French warlord with a band of military followers. Although
William the Conqueror (1027 — 1087) claimed the English throne on the
grounds of consanguinity there is no doubt that he was attracted by the
wealth of England. The kingdom was rich in mineral resources and the most
centrally administered country in western Europe. Its wealth in taxes and
income from land created direct income for the king, who in turn used it to
reward his followers.

Phase one: the elite military takeover of England

The first phase began in January 1066 when the childless King Edward
the Confessor of England died. His brother-in-law Harold was elected king,
an election contested by Edward’s Norman cousin William, Duke of
Normandy, better known as ‘the Conqueror’, who laid claim to the English
throne. Backed by Pope Alexander Il in Rome William began recruiting
troops and ships in order to launch an invasion in late September 1066. After
a victorious battle near Hastings in which King Harold, alongside most of
the male aristocracy of England, was killed, the Normans claimed success
and the English submitted to their conqueror. On Christmas Day 1066
William was crowned king of England at Westminster Abbey.

Thus, the Norman Conquest of England in 1066 was a military
takeover of England by William, Duke of Normandy. He had arrived
uninvited with a large invasion fleet and army consisting of Norman, Breton,
Flemish and other French soldiers. Numbers are hard to come by but a
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conservative estimate is that the Conqueror’s army comprised
approximately 5,000 to 8,000 men, of whom twelve became the richest
landholders in England. This is a relatively small number given that the
estimates of the English population suggest a number between 1.5 and 2
million indigenous people.

In the wake of victory, those who were married brought their wives
and children to England from France. But many soldiers were unmarried and
were not easy to control as a social group. Indigenous English women
became a vulnerable group as a consequence.

Invasion and the impact on women: violence and refuge

There is no doubt that William the Conqueror anticipated the potential
of his soldiers’ physical violence against women. According to William of
Poitiers, the Conqueror’s biographer, who wrote c. 1077, the Conqueror had
warned his fighters to restrain themselves towards their victims, including
women, because they were all fellow Christians and they should not be
provoked into rebellions. The writing of chroniclers of the period also
suggests that English women had more to fear from lower-born French
soldiers than from high-ranking French nobles.

An important clue about the vulnerability of English women after the
Norman conquest of England in 1066 comes from a letter written by
Archbishop Lanfranc of Canterbury (1070 — 1089), the right hand man of
William the Conqueror, to an unidentified Bishop G. The letter was probably
written in the late 1070s, about one decade after the successful invasion. In
it Lanfranc replies to a query about nuns who had entered monastic life not
for love of God but for more prosaic reasons. Lanfranc writes: “As to those
[nuns] who, as you tell me, fled to a monastery not for love of the religious
life but out of fear of the French, if they can prove that this was so by the
unambiguous witness of nuns better than they, let them be granted
unrestricted leave to depart. This is the king’s policy and our own.”

The clue lies in the phrase “for fear of the French”. What might this
mean?

Two broad explanations present themselves: either fear of sexual
violence by the foreign conquerors, or fear of coercion to become part of a
forced marriage. Either way, English women who could afford to seek
refuge in a monastic environment could stay out of reach of French men.
Some women sought refuge with monks. The Domesday Book provided us
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with the number of women linked to monks’ communities in Canterbury —
four women were attached to St Augustine’s and five in Evesham.

The various sources from the post-conquest years that depict female
vulnerability present indigenous women in wartime, feeling threatened by
the potentially aggressive behaviour of male immigrant invaders.

Phase two: Norman-French settlement

The Domesday Book is the most important source for historians
interested in the permanent settlement of Norman-French immigrants to
England in this period. The book is a large medieval manuscript compiled at
the orders of William the Conqueror in 1086. It records the names of all
owners of land at the time of King Edward’s death in January 1066, at the
time of King Harold’s death in October 1066, and at the time of its
compilation in 1086. A comparison of landowners’ names across the three
dates shows, beyond any doubt, that English landholders were wiped out
across this period and that by 1086 most of the land was in the hands of
French immigrants.

Arguing that English landholders had been traitors alongside King
Harold, William confiscated their lands and handed them to his own French
followers. The newcomers received land from Cornwall to Northumberland.
The largest concentrations of French people could be found along the eastern
coast of England — in Lincolnshire, Norfolk, Essex, Kent and Sussex. Most
English landholders — from nobles to peasants — lost their possessions and
became the tenants of the French. It is in this context that we have to
understand the incidence of intermarriage.

Intermarriage: a tool of peace negotiation

Women who had inherited family land because their husbands or
fathers had been killed at Hastings in 1066, were only allowed to keep their
family land if they married a Norman or Frenchman. In a sense such
marriages were alliances, established to further the post-conquest social
order and peace in England.

Within a decade of the conquest William the Congueror himself did
not refrain from using women in his own family as tools of peace
negotiations. He betrothed his daughter Adeliza to the English Earl Edwin,
though he was killed in 1070 before the marriage could take place. He
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married his niece Judith to Earl Waltheof (d. 1075) also an Englishman.
These were high-status examples of exogamy.

Although most intermarriage took place at the highest aristocratic
level, to broker peace deals, there were several instances of intermarriage at
middling noble level. At lower social, but still noble, level we find mostly
foreign men marrying English women. For example, Wigot of Wallingford,
the English guardian of an important crossing of the Thames near Oxford,
agreed to have his daughter Ealdgyth marry Robert d’Ouilly, one of King
William’s henchmen and later Castellan of Oxford. The Domesday Book
also tells us that an anonymous soldier, in the following of the Breton Knight
Winehoc, had fallen in love with an anonymous woman, who was the owner
of some land in Pickenham in Norfolk. This is, incidentally, the only explicit
reference to love in the whole of the Domesday Book.

Assimilation and acculturation

By the mid-1180s, well over one hundred years after the Norman
Conquest, the author of the Dialogue of the Exchequer, a manual for the
workings of the Exchequer (the “finance department” of English royal
government) refers to widespread intermarriage amongst the people of free
birth as a result of the Norman Conquest: “...but now with the English and
the Normans living side by side and intermarrying, the two nations are so
mixed that today one can scarcely distinguish who is English and who is
Norman — among free persons, that is”.

How do we explain this?

Gradual acculturation between French immigrants and English people
Is the most likely answer. Modern scholars argue that the period between
1140 and 1150, about 80 years after the Norman Conquest, was the moment
when the descendants of the original Norman-French immigrants considered
themselves to be English, rather than French.

This relatively small group of immigrants introduced the elite
language of French to England. French remained the language of the Royal
Court into the fourteenth century, and of the Courts of Justice into the
sixteenth century. This small group of migrants was gradually absorbed into
the settled English population. The evidence for this process of acculturation
Is provided by the fact that the English language was never replaced. The
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English language, albeit with an enlarged vocabulary of French-derived
words, survives until our own time®,
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lowing word combinations.

London in the Late Middle Ages

By the 14" century London was England’s leading commercial centre
and Westminster the royal, political and legal capital. At the end of the 11%"
century the population of London was less than eighteen thousand but by the
first half of the 14" century it had risen to possibly eighty thousand. At that
time London was larger and wealthier than other cities such as York,
Norwich and Bristol, with four times the number of residents as its nearest
rival, around one and a half percent of England’s population.

During the 12" and 13™ centuries the governing of England was
increasingly centralised at the royal palace at Westminster. King John
moved the royal treasury from Winchester and Simon de Montfort and the
rebellious barons held the first Parliament there in 1265. Edward | created
new departments of government based at Westminster, as well as the Court
of the King’s Bench where legal cases were heard. The law courts evolved,
with the creation of the Court of Common Pleas. After defeating the Scots
Edward transferred their Stone of Scone to Westminster Abbey, to be
incorporated into the English coronation chair. In the 14" century, during
the reign of Edward 111, Parliament divided into the two chambers of the
Lords and Commoners and began to elect a Speaker.

London was a major centre of manufacturing, which took place in
numerous small workshops around the city in which artisans lived together
with their families. Those involved in a particular trade tended to group
together in or around the same street, such as Bread Street, Fish Street,
Threadneedle Street and Sea Coal Lane.

During the 12" century a number of London guilds were formed by
people with some purpose or commonality, something similar to the working
men’s clubs of the 19" and 20™ centuries. By grouping together within a
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mutual society artisans and traders could improve and maintain standards,
arbitrate in disputes, and fight competition from foreigners. Only freemen
were allowed to sell goods as retailers in the city and from 1312 any new
freeman had to be certified by a merchant or craftsman of the business in
which they operated. Thereafter the most common route to gaining the
freedom of the city was through an apprenticeship. During the 14™ century
members of each trade began to wear a common uniform or “livery” at major
ceremonies and the trade guilds became known as “Livery Companies”.

Several markets existed in the city, the most important of which was
on and around West Cheap (Cheapside) at which all kinds of fresh produce
and household goods were available. A number of new markets were
established during the mid- and late-Middle Ages, including Leadenhall on
the site where it still continues in the centre of the City. Fish was a cheap,
plentiful and readily available supply of food and was particularly important
because Christians were forbidden from eating meat on Fridays or fast days
such as Lent. The fishing industry was therefore very important to London
during the Middle Ages. A large variety of fish and shellfish were landed
and sold in London, caught over a wide area, including freshwater rivers,
Thames Estuary, and further afield.

Imports and exports through the port of London continued to increase,
drastically changing the economy of London and the country as a whole. Yet
overseas trade in and out of the wharves along the riverside was still largely
controlled by foreign merchants. Trade throughout northern Europe was
dominated by the Hanseatic League, a group of traders based in Cologne,
Hamburg and Lubeck. Their base in London was the ‘Steelyard’, a walled
community of warehouses where Cannon Street station now stands. A
shipbuilding and repair industry had grown around the villages of Ratcliffe,
Wapping, Shadwell, Limehouse, Poplar and Blackwall by the mid-14"
century. As ships grew larger, shipbuilding moved further downstream and
work was being undertaken at Greenwich by the 15" century.

Fresh water was taken from rivers and wells but, as the population
grew, conduits had to be constructed to bring supplies from more distant
springs. Human and animal waste, emptied into underground cesspits or
directly into rivers such as the Thames and Fleet, became a growing
problem.

In the later part of 1348 the plague known as the “Black Death”,
originating in Asia, arrived in England with devastating effect. It is estimated
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that around half of London’s population died in the following two years and
a decade later one third of the land within the City walls remained
uninhabited, with unoccupied houses left to ruin and vacant plots appearing.

Medical knowledge was still very rudimentary. Academic
‘physicians’ advised on remedies to ailments, which were supplied by
apothecaries, while surgery was carried out by barbers. Provision for the
sick and poor was the responsibility of parish churches but from the 12%
century monasteries began to form hospitals, such as St. Thomas’s and St.
Bartholomew’s.

Until the early 14" century the jewellery and other valuables belonging
to the monarch were kept in the crypt of Westminster Abbey, to be both safe
and close to the royal palace. However in 1303 there was a theft and
thereafter they were moved to the Tower of London where the Crown Jewels
remain today.

When Eleanor of Castile, first wife of Edward I, died in
Nottinghamshire the great warrior king was heartbroken. Accompanying her
body back to Westminster he ordered a stone monument, or ‘cross’, to be
built at each location they stopped for the night, including three in the
London area. Of those Waltham Cross in Hertfordshire is the only remaining
original and that at Charing Cross station is a Victorian copy. The one at
Cheapside was destroyed during the 17" century and never replaced.

During a time when England was under threat from France, the regents
of the young Henry III strengthened England’s castles, expanding the Tower
of London. Later in his reign Henry was given gifts of several exotic
animals, starting a royal menagerie at the Tower that lasted until the 19%
century. Another major expansion of the castle took place under Edward |
in the late 13" century. Although many further minor additions were made
over the years, particularly the riverside wharf during the reigns of Edward
I11 and Richard 11, by 1300 the Tower of London was largely as it remains
today.

During the early days of the Crusades two chivalrous orders of
monastic knights that originated in Jerusalem had each established a base
immediately outside the London wall. The Order of St. John (or
‘Hospitallers’) built a monastery on land at Clerkenwell and the Knights
Templar resided between Fleet Street and the Thames. Their primary role
was to support those making a pilgrimage to the Holy Land but endowments
ensured that these orders became extremely wealthy. The Knights Templar
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eventually made a number of enemies and they were dissolved in England
in 1308 by Edward II.

In 1381 six thousand men marched on London, led by Wat Tyler, to
protest against the introduction of a poll tax by the King’s regent, John of
Gaunt, in what is known as the Peasant’s Revolt. The protesters rioted in
London, murdering government leaders and members of the royal
household. The young King Richard Il met the protesters at Smithfield,
where Tyler was fatally stabbed by the Mayor of London. Another such
rebellion took place in 1450, during the reign of Henry VI, led by Jack Cade.

The most famous of all London mayors was Sir Richard Whittington,
immortalised in modern pantomimes as ‘Dick’ Whittington. In reality he
was a wealthy mercer, financier and merchant who held office three times
at the end of the 14™ and beginning of the 15" centuries. Disputes between
rival groups, particularly of different types of traders, were frequently fought
out in the streets of London. Each mayor was under oath to keep peace in
the city so when rioting erupted it was a major embarrassment to the mayor
and aldermen and caused great friction with the king. Offenders were often
punished publicly, providing Londoners with much amusement. More
serious offences would result in public hanging at Smithfield.

The victory of Henry V at the Battle of Agincourt in 1415 resulted in
great celebrations in London. His funeral at Westminster Abbey was a grand
affair and a large tomb was erected within a chapel. He was held in such
high esteem by the time of his death that it subsequently became a place of
pilgrimage comparable to that of a saint.

Pageants were a regular and colourful feature of London life, for
political or religious reasons. From 1215 the mayor paraded through the city
to swear allegiance to the monarch, a tradition that still continues as the Lord
Mayor’s Show. Originally the procession travelled from the Guildhall to
Westminster by road but from the 15" century by boat along the Thames.
Medieval kings often had a precarious hold on the crown and it was
important for them to maintain the support of Londoners. They therefore
frequently paraded through London to celebrate significant occasions, such
as royal marriages and victories in battle. From Richard 11 each new monarch
processed through the city on their coronation day.

The printing press was invented in Germany around 1450 and by the
end of the century printed books were available in London. In the 1470s the
Englishman William Caxton spent time in Cologne where he learnt the art
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of printing and after returning to England set up a press beside Westminster
Abbey. In 1477 he published the first book in the English language.

Medieval London was a bustling town of houses, palaces and
churches, of workshops and markets, a crowded, dirty and noisy place.
Permanent shops selling different types of goods had replaced stalls along
Cheapside. In many places vendors also cooked and sold hot food in the
streets from trestle tables including bread, hot meat pies or ribs of beef, wine
or spiced ale.

The docks and wharves along the river were thriving with trade from
around the coast and across to continental countries. By 1500 a third of
England’s overseas trade passed through London, rising even further in the
following century. In the 12" and 13™ centuries sea-borne trade had been
controlled by foreigners but by the end of the 15" century they had largely
been squeezed out by English merchants.

The wealthy were by then living in certain areas of the city, such as
around the Guildhall. That was also where the Livery Companies established
their halls, some of which still exist today, although rebuilt in later centuries.
The houses of the wealthier craftsmen, merchants or minor aristocracy were
being constructed in a mixture of brick, timber and plaster, some up to five
stories in height. Bricks were produced in brickfields to the east of London
at Whitechapel and Limehouse and timber frames for houses by carpenters
at Maldon in Essex, brought to London by boat. Chimneys to let out the
smoke from the fires used for cooking and heating for ordinary homes were
becoming more common and glazed windows began to take the place of
shutters or cloth-covered windows from the late 14" century.

The city had expanded beyond the old Roman walls. It had more or
less joined with Westminster westwards along the Strand, where large
houses and the Inns of Court then existed. Across London Bridge was the
busy area of Southwark on the opposite bank of the Thames. Otherwise it
was still surrounded by fields and meadows, with small scattered
communities. Riverside villages to the east were occupied with ship building
and repairing. Beyond the city gates rows of taverns, monasteries and other
buildings lined the roads leading out of London?®,
