‘Negative advertising and negative campaigning works,” Peter Jen-
nings, chief ABC (American Broadcasting Company) anchorman (new-
sreader) In New York. ‘We all like to say it doesn’t work and it’s really
beneath contempt, as it is in many cases. But until American people either
individually or as a whole reject negative advertising, I think that’s the way
it’s going to go.’

The 1mage of the candidate is so much more important in America
than in Britain, because the combination of the greater size of the country
and the much less cohesive party system means that in the early stages of
the campaign, many candidates are relatively unknown.

I pressed the respected American columnist George Will on whether
that meant that television impact now determined the choice of candidates.
Was it a case of the more telegenic they were, the more chance they had of
success?

‘No’, he said, ‘whatever we’re getting from television it’s not gla-
mour. Television is at best a terrible temptation, because you can get away
with murder on it (fo not be punished for doing something wrong), by con-
densing your campaign into slogans. But television needn’t be quite as lazy
or ignorant in doing it.’Still, the absence of a national daily press cannot do
other than enhance the importance of television in a presidential campaign.
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Politicians themselves are critical of the way in which they feel the
political agenda has shifted out of their control into the hands of the media
manipulators and spin doctors.

Henry Kissinger, former secretary of State was particularly unhappy:
‘The risk we’re running in our campaigns is that they’ve reached a stage
where the media become part of the electoral process, they no longer report
it, they become part of the electoral process.’

Call him the Digital Candidate: the Democratic candidate 1s asking
supporters to use Facebook to declare “I’m In!” for his re-election cam-
paign and is using Twitter to personally blast out messages to his nearly 9
million followers.

Emails to supporters seek small-dollar donations in exchange for
campaign coffee mugs or a chance to win dinner with the candidate.
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The Republican presidential field has also embraced the Web and so-
cial media, turning to Facebook and Twitter to launch their campaigns and
directing supporters to Facebook sites for videos, messages and online dis-
cussions.

“The successful campaign is going to be one that integrates all the
various elements of the digital channel — email, text, website, mobile
apps, and social networks — together as one digital program and also mix-
ing the digital program together with the offline reality of field organiza-
tions,” said the campaign’s chief digital strategist.

The candidate took advantage of a strong Internet campaign in the
previous elections to raise an estimated $500 million online while regularly
communicating with supporters through text messages.

When the candidate was close to announcing his vice presidential se-
lection of N., the campaign encouraged supporters to find out by text mes-
sage, a move that prompted more than 2 million people to sign up.

A few years later, social media outlets like Facebook and Twitter
have exploded, smart phones and apps are more prevalent, tablet comput-
ers are on the rise, and most Americans are online. When the candidate an-
nounced his first presidential campaign, Facebook had fewer than 20 mil-
lion users worldwide. That number has now surpassed 500 million.

“There’s no online and offline organizing. There’s organizing,” said
Jeremy Bird, the candidate’s national field director.

Digital strategists say the Democratic candidate’s campaign has an
advantage over the Republican field because of the work his camp con-
ducted in the previous election campaign.

Technology plays an important role in the more mundane, shoe-
leather work of registering new voters and turning them out.

Email is still king when it comes to fundraising, and online strateg-
ists consider the Democratic campaign’s massive email list a gold mine.

Online advertising, meanwhile, is also expected to grow in sophisti-
cation. Political campaigns have been ramping up their use of online ads,
turning to ads of 15 to 30 seconds that appear before video clips running on

websites like Youtube and Hulu.

The mastermind behind the Democratic candidate’s digital success in
the previous election, cautions against looking at this election as the Face-
book or Twitter campaign. Instead, it’s about making all things digital
work in harmony to pay off in November.

“It’s tempting to sort of pile onto the one new thing and sort of put
all your eggs in one basket,” the latter said. “But I think in the history of
campaigns, big bets like that don’t tend to pay off. It’s actually about inte-
grating everything.”

A surging Stevenson is running even with Robinson atop the Repub-
lican presidential field, but neither candidate is faring well against the
Democratic candidate eight months before Americans vote, a new survey
shows.

It's a
troubling sign for the better-funded Robinson.

Nationally, Republicans are evenly split between Robinson and Ste-
venson. The poll found 33 percent would most like to see Stevenson get
the nomination, while 32 percent prefer Robinson. The two other candi-
dates each had 15 percent support.

About 6 in 10 Republicans in the poll say they are satisfied with the
people running for the nomination. Only 23 percent are strongly satisfied
with the field and 4 in 10 said they are dissatisfied with the candidates run-
ning, the poll found.

Stevenson remains Robinson’s biggest threat. The poll suggested
more people are getting to know and like Stevenson, with 44 percent of all
adults saying they have a favorable impression of him, compared with 25
percent in December. The share with negative views has grown as well,
with 42 percent having an unfavorable opinion of Stevenson.

Among Republicans in that time period, Stevenson has shot from 37
percent to 70 percent favorable.

Looking ahead to the general election, the Democratic candidate
holds an 8-point lead over Robinson, 9 points over Stevenson and 10
points over the two other Republican candidates each, the survey found.

Polls Open in Senegal Presidential Runoff
Anne Look March 25,20
Senegal i1s voting Sunday in a tightly contested presidential runoff

election. The President faces stiff competition from the opposition leader,

as the incumbent tries to win a controversial third mandate.

Analysts say the election could threaten the stability of one of Afri-
ca's most celebrated and peaceful democracies.

The days leading up to the vote were calm, however many worry that
disputes over results could reignite street protests.

The incumbent is seeking a third term, despite a constitutional two-

term limit passed after he first took office. The Constitutional Court ruled
that he could run in late January, sparking riots that killed at least six
people ahead of the first round poll on February 25.

The current president led that round with 35 percent of votes, fol-

lowed by the opposition leader who won just under 27 percent.

The 85-year-old president, Africa's second-oldest leader, says he
needs more time in office to finish his projects, including a new airport
outside Dakar.

The president's critics say he has focused too much on large infra-
structure projects and not enough on the daily difficulties of the Senega-
lese.

The president denies allegations that he is trying to secure power for

his unpopular son and government minister.

The opposition leader served in the government as mining minister,
prime minister and president of the National Assembly. He ran the pre-
vious campaign of the incumbent president; he only left the ruling party
three years ago.

He has been quick to distance himself from his former mentor, prom-
1sing to reform the government and reduce the cost of daily food necessi-

ties.

The Ruling Party takes first, but loses constitutional majority

While the ruling party finished far ahead of rivals in Sunday’s vote,
its drop in popularity means it will have to form voting coalitions with
political opponents.

The Central Elections Commission released the preliminary results
of the country’s parliamentary elections (held on Sunday).

This maintains the ruling party’s leading position in the lower house
of parliament but is much lower than the 64.3 % it achieved during the
previous elections. The party can now count on approximately 220 of the
450 seats, down from the current 315. The remaining seats will be propor-
tionally divided among the other three parties that crossed the 7 % thre-
shold.

The ruling party fails to win 50 percent in the parliamentary elec-
tions. Most importantly, it has lost its 2/3 constitutional majority, which
allowed it to alter the country’s constitution without the support of any
other political parties.

“We will have to form agreements through coalitions and blocs
This 1s democracy. Our partners from other parties have said they are pre-
pared to do this, and that makes me very happy because it means our de-
mocracy is strengthening,” commented the President, who headed the rul-
ing party list, at party headquarters.
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“We remember what everyone was saying before: The ruling party
has a constitutional majority, in all likelihood it will manipulate the elec-
tions to maintain its dominant position. Instead it performed adequately; it
represents roughly 50 % of our population, pending final results. It’s the
result of real democracy in action, no matter what anyone says,” he said.

“In Spain, Greece and a number of other countries, ruling parties
were voted out of office this year. We managed to maintain our leading
position,” commented one of the party’s leaders and currently the Speaker
of the lower house.

Over 700 foreign observers were officially following the elections in
the country. Voter turnout was recorded at just over 50 %, with two mil-
lion absentee ballots filed by citizens outside the country’s borders.

Senegal's Incumbent President
Concedes Defeat in Presidential Runoff Election

Senegalese state television reports that the incumbent President has

conceded defeat in Sunday's presidential runoff election.

Supporters of the opposition leader celebrated in the streets of Dakar
Sunday, as unofficial results showed the opposition leader leading by a
wide margin in Senegal's presidential runoff election.

Senegalese state television reported that the incumbent President te-
lephoned the opposition leader late Sunday to congratulate him, only three-
and-a-half hours after polls closed in the West African country.

The opposition leader held a news conference late Sunday. He said
the extent of this victory shows the immensity of the people's expectations,

something he said he is taking to heart. ‘The vote marks a new era for Se-
negal’, he said.

The incumbent President was seeking a controversial third term in
office. He was widely popular 12 years ago, when he was first elected. But
electricity cuts, unemployment and a rising cost of living have since dis-
enchanted many Senegalese.
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The opposition leader has pledged to reduce the price of basic food
goods, decentralize power in the government and audit the finances of the
current government.

The opposition leader is the president's former political protege. He
served as mining minister, prime minister and president of the National
Assembly before falling out with the incumbent president three years ago.

Senegal's opposition united behind him for the second round vote.

The opposition leader said he salutes his allies and supporters as well as
those who voted for the incumbent President. He said he will be the presi-
dent of all Senegalese.

Despite deadly violence ahead of the first round of voting on Febru-
ary 26, Sunday's vote was calm.

Election observers from the African Union and the Economic Com-
munity of West African States said the poll was transparent and peaceful.

The opposition leader said the maturity of the Senegalese voters is a
source of pride. He said the great winner of this election is the Senegalese
people.

Election observers say that the ballot reaffirms Senegal's place as one
of Africa's most stable democracies.

The country's electoral commission is expected to announce official

provisional results in a few days.

Polls showed that voters had delivered a harsh blow to the ruling par-
ty in parliamentary elections that were widely seen as a test of the Prime

Minister’s personal popularity.

The vote on Sunday delivered the first concrete sign of people's un-
happiness with the Prime Minister's announcement that he would seek re-
election to the presidency in March. With 96 % of the votes counted on

Monday, the ruling party’s support stood at just under 50 % — a sharp drop

from the 64 % it received in elections four years ago.

The opposition leaders do not recognise these elections, calling the

widespread falsifications reported "nothing short of a crime".
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Observers from the Organisation for Security and Co-operation in

Europe said the elections were marred by "frequent procedural violations

and instances of apparent manipulations, including serious indications of
ballot box stuffing".

"These elections were like a game in which only some players are al-

lowed on the pitch, and then the field is tilted in favour of one of the play-
ers," the head of the international observer mission, said.
Analysts do not expect to see a repeat of the scale of falsifications

reported in Sunday's vote when the country goes to the polls in March. The

Prime Minister’s victory is widely expected — no serious opposition candi-
date has been allowed to emerge — so it was the parliamentary election that
gave voters the chance to make their opinions known.

Though the Prime Minister’s popularity rating has dropped from the

sky-high levels he regularly enjoyed after first coming to power, they still

remain higher than any other politician in the country, coming in at around

50 %, according to most pollsters.

Russia’s Central Election Commission gets two silence day complaints

Russia’s Central Election Commission (CEC) has received two com-
plaints over alleged violations of the “day of silence” prior to Sunday’s
presidential elections, when any form of election propaganda is prohibited,
the CEC head said.

“There are two complaints over violations of the silence day. They
were received at night. We don’t even have a video recording yet,” he told
journalists, without commenting further.

Five candidates — the Prime Minister, the Communist leader, the na-
tionalist Liberal Democratic Party head, A Just Russia Party leader and the
only independent — vie for the Russian presidency in the March 4 vote.

Faction breaks away from governing party

A hardline faction within Nepal's governing party has said it is break-
ing away to form a separate party.

The leader of the new grouping said the split was happening because
the party's leadership had "annihilated the achievements" of the 10-year
civil war which ended two years ago.

The break-up comes as Nepal is still struggling to implement a peace
deal since the end of the war.

Correspondents say it will push the country into more uncertainty.

Parliament dissolved in chaos last month after repeatedly failing to
agree a new constitution. National elections are due in November.

One of the breakaway faction leaders said the new party was opposed
to the chairman who led the party in war and carried them to elected power
last year.

"When we entered into peace, there was a challenge to retain the par-
ty's revolutionary spirit," the leader said.

"Until a couple of years ago, Mr. N. was clearly allied with us, but he
deviated from it. After all sorts of attempts, we concluded that there's no
alternative but to form a new party."

The breakaway leader criticized the President and the Prime Minister
of Nepal for their failure to draft a new constitution and for their failure to
ensure that former party fighters were integrated into the army "in a res-
pected manner".
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The breakaway leader said the unity in the party was still possible if
the chairman of the party and the Prime Minister "rectify their past mis-
takes".

He also urged "revolutionary forces" to join the new party which was
"a beginning of a new chapter it the country".
