Данное пособие является первой частью цикла полилогов и заданий к ним по курсу «Обучение английскому языку на базе основных элементов интенсивной методики». Задания к полилогам являются приблизительными. Преподаватель вправе выбирать лексические единицы для замен и, соответственно, менять задания. Что касается грамматического минимума, то, на наш взгляд, система, предложенная в полилогах, является оптимальной для данного курса. При желании, преподаватель может внести свои коррективы.
Учебное время на каждый полилог 3-4 (иногда 5, если есть повторение и объединение полилогов) занятия, по 2-3 часа каждое.

         At lunch, which is about 1 o’clock, cold mutton or fish with potatoes, salad and pickles are generally served. English mutton is a treat, and it is prepared in such a way that you never know it is mutton. Salad is a little different from ours. You only get the clean green leaves and salad-dressing (a mixture of oil, vinegar, salt, pepper and mayonnaise).
       After lunch most people take coffee, though tea is the most favourite drink in England. That is why there are almost no coffee-houses there, but a lot of tea-rooms or luncheon-rooms. There is nothing like an English tea-party (at home or in the open air). Afternoon tea can hardly be called a meal. Tea is made at the table. It is very strong and drunk with sugar and cream. They never have lemon in their tea.
       Dinner, which is around 7 o’clock in the evening, begins with something like our Russian “zakuska” (a snack). Then they have something for the first course, but they are not overfond of soups. The English like to have a lot of room in their stomachs for their favourite beefsteaks.
        When the English go out (on a picnic) they have all sorts of sandwiches (bread and butter with meat, ham and cucumber, sometimes cakes and biscuits and beer.
       In simpler homes they have supper in the evening; it may consist of an omelette or sausage, sometimes bacon and eggs or just a sandwich of bread and butter with cheese.
